White Pine is known as the Great Tree of Peace from historical events
leading to the creation of the Great Law of Peace. 
White Pine was abundant throughout the northeastern U.S. but during
the 18th and 19th centuries they were over-harvested for their timber
value. 
Their five cluster needles represent the five original Haudenosaunee
nations. 
Early Native-Americans used White Pine’s inner bark as food and
colonists later used the inner bark as an ingredient for cough remedies. 

Due to their size and straight trunks they are an important source
of lumber for building. It is the most commonly used timber for
construction lumber.
White pine is often used in the Christmas tree and ornamental
landscaping industries. 
The bark is used in landscaping for mulch, slabs can be used in
paper production and even as biofuel.
Its sawdust and shavings are used for animal bedding. 
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
